  Grant monies for all streams will be awarded September 30
th
, 2010.  
 
Pennsylvania is poised to take advantage of this new funding
.  Federal funds are being made available to states through the O
ffice of Adolescent Health
 and awarded via a process of “competitive contracts and grants to public and private entities to fund medically accurate and age appropriate programs that reduce teen pregnancy.”  Programs are currently in operation throughout the state as a result of the combined efforts of the Pennsylvania Departments of Education and the Pennsylvania Coalition to Preve
nt Teen Pregnancy
.  Continued efforts
 like these
 will demonstrate the state’s commitment to comprehensive, science-based sex education, thus increasing the likelihood of our success in attracting new federal funds to Pennsylvania.

Teen Pregnancy Prevention Initiative
 (TPPI):
 
Signed in late 2009 by President Obama, TPPI is a $114.5
 million
 discretionary funding stream that will go towards competitive grants offered to public and private entities that promote education and research on comprehensive sex education.  TPPI is broken-down into three tiers.
(TPPI: Tier 1) 
At Least 
$75 million is be
ing awarded each year
 in the form of grants to organizations ranging from $400,000 to $4 million.  The monies must be used to support medically accurate, evidence based, age appropriate teen pregnancy prevention programs.
  
(TPPI: Tier 2)
: 
At Least 
$25 million will be used to fund competitive grants that promote research and development of new strategies to reduce teen pregnancy.

 range from $400,000 to $1 million.  Among those eligible for both Tier 1 and Tier 2 funding include: non-profit organizations, for-profit organizations, universities, hospitals, community-based organizations, faith-based organizations, state and local governments, including school districts and departments of education and health.

$6.5 million will be used to fund training, research and technical assistance for existing and future programs.
